David Weil is the Creator, Executive Producer and Co-Showrunner of the Amazon Original series Hunters starring Al Pacino and Logan Lerman and Executive Produced by Jordan Peele and his Monkeypaw Productions. Inspired by true events, Hunters follows a rag-tag team of Nazi hunters in 1977 as they track down and kill high ranking Nazis who escaped justice and embedded themselves in America. 

Weil is thrilled to call Amazon “home” after recently inking an exclusive overall deal to develop series for Amazon Prime Video’s global audience. Weil is also the Co-Creator (alongside Simon Kinberg) and Executive Producer of the global alien invasion epic The Untitled Kinberg/Weil Project at Apple, currently filming in New York, Tokyo, London, and Morocco. David’s pilot Consent was acquired by Anonymous Content and Sugar 23 with Academy Award and Emmy Award winner Susanne Bier attached to direct. 

Weil has sold television projects to HBO, WBTV and Bad Robot, among others. On the film side, Weil last rewrote Bird Box for Netflix and director Susanne Bier. Weil also recently finished adapting Candice Millard’s Teddy Roosevelt adventure epic The River of Doubt with Sugar 23 producing. His seven-film franchise based on the tales of the Arabian Nights is set up at Warner Brothers. He has also co-written an untitled feature with Darren Aronofsky, with details under wraps. David’s first feature script Half Heard in The Stillness - a taut kidnapping thriller - was selected for the 2013 Black List.
