Greg Daniels developed and ran The Office, the most popular show on Netflix, with 52 billion minutes watched last year. He also co-created Netflix’s third most popular show, Parks and Recreation, the long-running animated hit, King of the Hill, and the upcoming Space Force. He directed the pilots of the Amazon Original series Upload, Parks and Recreation and People of Earth, and directed over a dozen episodes of The Office. 

Before showrunning, Daniels wrote for Saturday Night Live, Seinfeld and The Simpsons, where he wrote three of the ten most popular episodes according to a TV Guide poll. He’s won the Producer’s Guild Danny Thomas award, a Peabody and five Emmys, and has been nominated over twenty times, including for the scripts for “Niagara” (Pam and Jim’s wedding), “Goodbye Michael” and the last episode of The Office. He was the Austin Film Festival’s Outstanding Television Writer of the Year in 2008.

As if the normal anxieties of a modern American citizen were not enough, Daniels enjoys studying future tech so he can worry about artificial intelligence, facial recognition, social credit rankings, and drone surveillance. Upload is the first thing he has written since The Office finale.
